Whenever

anyone asks me which book ending I love the most, I will usually answer Water for Elephants,

because it has one of the most satisfying endings I have ever read. And until now no other novel

has come close to changing my answer. But A Gentleman in Moscow, if not completely upsetting

Sara Gruen's work, at least pulls level with it, because it is such a satisfying end to this novel, and

I'll say no more than that for fear of ruining the experience for anyone else.Who hasn't had the

thought, at some point, that it would be nice to live in a hotel? Perhaps we don't imagine that it will

be under house arrest and 1922 in Moscow, but it's a luxurious idea to entertain. It feels like such a

universal fantasy that, despite the fact that we are not (probably) an aristocrat, a connoisseur of

multiple tastes, exceedingly cultured, and currently exiled within our own country, we somehow

connect with Count Rostov immediately. Here is a man from a by-gone era and yet he wins us over

completely with his wit and charm from the very first page.This is all due completely to the beautiful

writing of the author, of course.
